[ Transmission ]

It is possible to be infected by inhaling or coming into contact

with bat excrement. Human-to-human transmission occurs

through direct contact with the blood, bodily fluids, etc. of an

infected person ( including corpses ) and through sexual contact .
[ Symptoms ]

- Onset of sudden high fever, strong headache, and general malaise,

accompanied by muscle pain.

- Severe watery diarrhea, abdominal pain, nausea, and vomiting
occur around the third day of illness, and watery diarrhea persists
for about a week.

- In some cases, painless skin erythema was observed on the 2nd
to 7th days of illness.

- Bleeding symptoms are seen in many patients around the 5th to
7th day of iliness, and can be seen from the nasal
cavity, gingiva, venipuncture site, etc., in addition PN,
to vomiting and melena. = [ | X -
